5. Call to Order - The regularly scheduled meeting of the Monticello City Council was called to Order by Mayor Tim Young, at 7:11 p.m. The following persons were present for all, or portions of the meeting.

6. Invocation/Opening Remarks - Mayor Tim Young invited anyone in the audience or the governing body to offer a prayer or opening remarks.  A prayer was given by Councilman Steven Duke. 

7. Minutes Review/Approval - The minutes were emailed with the agendas. 

MOTION was made by Councilman Blaine Nebeker to approve the minutes of the Monticello City Council meeting held on June 27, 2017.  The motion was seconded by Councilman Sanford Randall and passed unanimously.

8. Public Comment




 
Kim Halliday said she is building a fence on her property to the west and has permission to remove the asphalt sidewalk. Superintendent Nathan Langston said it is in a city right of way and the responsibility of the owner to maintain, so it can’t be left as dirt and mud. He informed Mrs. Halliday the City would pay 1/3 of the cost of a new concrete sidewalk. 


Matt Brooks said he would like to be able to ride his bike on the golf course paths where there are currently signs posted which read, “Closed 10 pm to 7 am. This is a pay for use course, please check in at the front desk.” Brooks said he is always courteous to players and assumes the risk of a golf ball hitting him. He said he usually rides his bike on the paths just before dusk. Councilman Sanford Randall said, “My concern is, the golf course is there for golfers and we need to get to a point where it pays for itself, but for now, if other tax payors can use it, we should let them enjoy that.” Mayor Young said he spoke with Golf Pro Tyler Ivins and was told that early mornings before the course opens is okay for walking and running, but during the evening, he would appreciate people would checking in at the front desk so they can be directed to less active areas of the course. Mayor Young said Golf Pro Ivins also told him they have had problems with bicycles. 

9. Payment of Bills - Questions and answers were directed to the following bills:

MOTION was made by Councilman Blaine Nebeker to acknowledge review of the payables as presented. The motion was seconded by Councilman Steven Duke and passed unanimously.  

10. Eagle Scout Project Proposals

Parker Walker told the Council he would like to fix some steps on the golf course for his Eagle project. Mayor Young told him to speak with the Golf Superintendent, Brian Sturdevant, to get the project coordinated. 

Thomas Anderson said he would like to improve the restrooms at the Ball Field. He plans to paint the walls and ceilings and epoxy the floors. This should be completed by the end of the summer season. 

11. Streets Department Report

            Superintendent Langston said the Public Works crew will do some chip sealing. He said the HA 5 application didn’t work as well as he had hoped and it will be reapplied by the supplier. The Streets Department budget was presented to the Council for review. Mayor Young asked if there were any concerns. Langston said he is concerned there will not be sufficient funding, going forward, to maintain the new roads; however, the Streets Department received a $110,000 grant from the San Juan Transportation Special Service District to seal the new roads this year. He said Transportation District funding has been reduced significantly due to low oil prices. Councilman George Rice said the City is having trouble collecting money due for a re-pavement commitment from Monticello Home & Auto Supply. The shortfall owed is around $1700. Superintendent Langston explained the money owed is due to a bad estimate on the project. Monticello Home & Auto paid the amount owed as according to the original estimate. All entities involved in the re-pavement agreement were expected to help pay the shortfall which was about $1700 per entity.  
12. Consider Industrial Park Property Proposal
            
A “Request for Proposal” was submitted by the City of Monticello for the purchase of 12 acres of the City owned Industrial Park. The property is unsuitable to most business activities, due to enormous utility easements and canyon-like terrain. Francom responded to the request with a proposal of $30,000 for the 12 acres and two more acres which he is currently leasing to own. Francom will use the property to operate a bulk yard for mulch, decorative gravel, paving stones, etc. Francom said the Merc Landscape Supply Yard Grand Opening will be held on July 29th. Mayor Young said with the terrain and utility easements, the 12 acres will be very difficult to sell.  Lee Bennett brought up concerns with traffic flow turning off and onto Highway 491, without proper turning lanes. 


MOTION was made by Councilman George Rice to approve the bid with a change to item “A” that the City would not be responsible for materials for the water connections. The motion died for lack of a second. 


MOTION was made by Councilman Sanford Randall to approve the bid as presented. The motion died for lack of a second. 



Councilman Duke asked if the public was notified of this transaction. Recorder Holyoak said a Request for Proposal was advertised in the San Juan Record. Councilman Nebeker asked about the expense of adding a turning lane, on the highway, into the Industrial Park. Councilman Randall said the suggestion of a turning lane can be made to UDOT to be included in future projects. Attorney Walter Bird said the expense of the additional lane will fall on the individual/entity creating the additional impact on the highway. 


MOTION was made by Councilman Steven Duke to approve the bid from Kevin Francom, as presented. The motion was seconded by Councilman Blaine Nebeker and opened for discussion.

13. Consider Monticello Representation on the San Juan Health Special Service District Board

13. Consider Millsite Concessionaire Agreement


Tyler Hall summarized the proposal to begin a concessions business at the Millsite. The business will be a metal detecting, tourism activity. Mr. Hall said he spoke with the Victims of the Millsite Tailings Exposure (VMTE) Committee Chairman, Steve Young, who submitted a letter of support for the project. Mr. Hall said he will take on the entire management of the project and the City will own the property. He said he plans to bury $1,000,000 in scrap gold and then sell permits for people to metal detect. Councilman Nebeker asked why city property was targeted and not personal property. Halls said he would like to spend money on advertising, security, and staff. He said the agreement will require 10% of the permit sales to be paid to the City for Millsite Park improvements. Mayor Young asked City Attorney Walter Bird if he was comfortable with the proposal. Attorney Bird said he has addressed many of the concerns in the agreement but he would like a green light from the Department of Energy (DOE). Mr. Hall said he received verbal permission from the DOE and has requested that support in writing. There was discussion about the location of the proposed building. Lee Bennett said there is a zoning overlay, created by the Department of Energy, which restricts activities in that building zone. Councilman Nebeker asked what controls are in place for people digging holes and leaving them in the park or in the existing trails. Mr. Hall said it is standard metal detecting practice to fill holes after digging and he will have staff watching for proper conduct in the Park. Councilman Duke said he is uncomfortable with a long-term commitment with a park owned by tax dollars. Mr. Hall said 10% will be going back into the tax payor’s asset. There was discussion about bug abatement. The agreement has the City paying 50% of those costs. Councilman Randall said 30 years seems like a long time and there are a lot of restrictions. Mr. Hall said he needs 30 years to protect his investment. Mayor Young said he doesn’t see much down side for the City. Councilman Rice said questions remain unanswered for the DOE restrictions. 


MOTION was made by Councilman George Rice to postpone the item until confirmation is received from the Department of Energy. The motion was seconded by Sanford Randall and opened for discussion.
