Carbon Monoxide Safety  

Happy New Year! Here’s a reminder that under certain condi-
tions, using alternative sources of power can cause carbon mon-
oxide to build up in your home and poison your family. Carbon 
monoxide is a colorless, odorless gas created by burning fuel 
when using portable generators or heaters, gas appliances, or by 
running your car.   

While deaths occur each year from accidental carbon monoxide 
poisoning, this tragedy is preventable. When the power goes 
out:   

Never use a generator inside your home or garage, even if the doors 
and windows are open; a generator should only be used in a well-
ventilated location outdoors away from windows, doors and vent 
openings. 

Most fuel-burning heaters and stoves should not be used indoors. 

Install battery-operated or battery back-up carbon monoxide detectors 
on each level of your home, and learn what it means when they 
alarm. 

Check detectors every six months to be sure they are working proper-
ly. 
  

If you store fuel for your generator or small engines, check the 
Safe Home Fuel Storage link on the Syracuse City web page, 
which lists what the adopted fire code allows. Here is the link to

January brings with it all sorts of new year’s resolutions. This 
year, consider making a home inventory one of those resolu-
tions. The purpose of a home inventory is to have detailed 
descriptions of valuable property that can potentially be used 
to help solve crimes, or assist homeowners with insurance 
matters in situations such as fires, floods, and theft.  
 

In the inventory, note the cost for the item, when you bought 
it as well as information about the make, model, and serial 
number; keep receipts when possible. Also, consider using an 
engraver to make a specific owner applied number or mark 
that would help quickly distinguish your property from others 
of similar makes and models. Store a copy of your inventory 
in a safe place, preferably not inside your home. If your in-
ventory is electronic, store it on a flash drive or in a secure 
online storage account. When you make a significant new 
purchase, remember to add the information to your inventory 
while the details are fresh in your mind.

Christmas Tree Pick Up. Robinson Waste will pick up 
Christmas Trees January 5, 2017. Trees must be placed in the 
park strip by the curb and on top of the snow by 6:00 AM. This 
will be one day only and they will only make 1 pass through the 
city. Trees must be on top of the snow. Any that are buried  
under the snow will not be picked up. 
*No tree stands are to be left on the tree. *No flocked treeôs. 
*No lights, ornaments or tinsel. *If trees are taller than 8 feet 
they must be cut in half. 
 

Frozen Water Pipes: Freezing outdoor  temperatures can 
cause water lines to freeze. Here are a few simple precautions to 
avoid burst pipes: -Insulate exposed pipes and hose bibs, -
Disconnect garden hoses, -Seal leaks, -Let water drip overnight, 
-Open cabinet doors to allow heat to get to uninsulated pipes 
under sinks near exterior walls. 
 

Snow Removal: Snow plow operators per forming snow  
removal are dedicated to providing safe roads. Please keep a 
fair distance away from the plow. 
 

 
Green Waste: Our  green waste season will continue through 
November 30, 2016 and resume again April 1, 2017. During the 
months of December thru March you may use your green can 
for regular household waste.

In order to allow for the orderly and timely removal of snow 
during winter months, it shall be unlawful to park any vehi-
cle within the public right-of-way of any street within the 
corporate limits of Syracuse City at any time during the 
accumulation or removal of snow unless special permis-
sion is granted by the Syracuse Police Department. Viola-
tion of this section shall be a Class C misdemeanor, pun-
ishable in accordance with all the provisions of law.
